Francis commented “MozBIZ has just 
started and the results are already 
seen in people’s lives. Our business 
training is where the secret of MozBIZ 
lies. You won’t believe that over 300 
people have approached me for 
business loans since we started 3 
months ago. Out of those we have 
delivered 7 loans according to their 
business plans and the availability of 
our funds as the Lord provides. Your 
prayer is most important for the 
MozBIZ challenge.”
