Vernijo did a great job teaching lesson
one, however it was a bit hard for me to
understand exactly what he was saying,
as he taught the entire lesson is Sena.

Sena is a language Vernijo can
understand but has difficulty in
teaching, so he was very challenged.

Our intention is to create a simple but

effective tool that allows a
church to be analysed and highlight areas
of improvement or give direction to what
steps can be taken next.

On Wednesday Phillippa and I watched
Alberto and Evon teach on 'How to Share
the Gospel' in Masamba church. We
trialled the 'lesson plan' format from the
material for the first time and the
experience was 'enlightening'.
