Join together using the Word of God, to build in the spiritual 
realm around the work of Moz O in Africa. Let us revisit 
Psalm 16 praying over the nation and MozO's mission’s work: 

� Intercede for Christians working in the nations, praying 
Psalm 16:1-3, asking God to ‘preserve them’ and declaring 
God’s goodness and Lordship over their work and lives. 

� Prophesy Verses 2-8, that the spiritual enemies of our 
missions work will have their ‘sorrows multiplied’ and our 
missions workers and pray-ers will not follow these false gods 
but follow the true Master and use His name and Word only. 

� Declare the nations as the Lord God’s inheritance to His 
people and that it is a good inheritance (Verses 5-8). 

� Declare that our missionaries working in Mozambique are 
there in the authority given by God, that Mozambique is the 
inheritance and a good inheritance of the Christian workers. 

� Declare that the Lord gives counsel, instruction and our 
missionaries and that the Mozambique Outreach 
organisation will maintain the ground it has taken 
naturally and spiritually; declare that the Lord is at the 
right hand of Mozambique Outreach (Verses 7-8). 
� Proclaim the victory of Jesus Christ and His coming again 
to Mozambique and the nations (Verses 9-11). 

Prayer – This Thing We Do 
How many of us have had some well meaning soul exclaim 
‘give thanks in all things’, knowing full well that you are in the 
depths of despair. But even more challenging is the thought of 
actually thanking God for the pickle you’re in. Generally we all 
understand “give thanks in all things, for this is the will of God 
in Christ Jesus for you”.  

Can I encourage you to consider actively thanking God for 
every trial that interrupts your path. 1Thess:5:16–19. And it 
comes with an admonishment that if we are not  giving thanks, 
then we quench, stop, limit, hinder the working of the Holy 
Spirit on our behalf through our ordeal.  

Surely this act OR sacrifice of Praise is an embodiment of our 
surrender to His love and purpose, expressing our absolute 
surrender to His will for our lives. How much do I trust, believe 
in His unwavering love for my life.
