Let me give you a bit more of an insight into life here 
in Moz ... Unlike Australia, a simple over the counter 
bank withdrawal, here in Mozambique, can involve 5 
hours of waiting at the bank and then there is still no 
guarantee that you will receive any money! 

 

A man can work all day to receive a day's wage of 
45MTn which is the equivalent to just less than $2.50  

 

People in the village often have to walk a kilometre 
to get water and they may have to wait for hours till 
it's their turn to fill their containers. Praise the Lord He 
is Lord over every situation and every circumstance in 
my life here in Mozambique and He will be glorified.  

 

Despite the many frustrations of life, I have learnt to 
appreciate basic things in life like turning on a tap 
to get water and I have seen the transforming power 
of God in many people's lives.  

 

If you look at the photo, you will see the faces of many 
children. Gorgeous, aren't they?? Precious creations 

of the Most 
High God. 

But we may 
never know 
the current 
realities of life 
for these 
children.   

Sadly, many 
of them have 
a l r e a d y 
exper ienced 
the death of 
someone they 
love and who loved them and they have come to expect that 
life in Mozambique is often more about survival rather 
than living. 

  

But I have wonderful news for you. Each day, these 
children hear that God loves them. They gather with 
friends to pray, to sing, to hear the message of the Gospel.  
 

They are being taught how to read and write and they 
are learning life skills that will help open up opportunities 
in their future. 
  

Seeds of hope have been planted in their lives and will 
continue to be watered and grow.
